Festival of the Horse Combined Training 2012
BRC will run two combined training competitions, one for seniors and one for juniors. This will replace the current Combined Competition for individuals.
They are team only competitions, though the highest placed individual from each arena, not in a qualifying team, will be invited to the Championships as well as the winning team from each qualifier.
Composition of Teams

Teams will be made up of four riders. Two riders will compete at novice level and two riders will compete at intermediate level.
Eligibility 

Novice level: 0 BD points and 0 BS winnings

Intermediate level: 1-124 BD points and up to £175 BS Winnings

Saddlery and Tack

Dressage: As per BRC rules for dressage. 
Showjumping: As per BRC rules for Showjumping 
Phases

Combined training consists of two phases, dressage and showjumping and they must take place in that order. 
The same horse and rider must complete both phases and elimination from one phase will result in elimination from the competition.
The Course

The course shall be approx 365m in length with 8 to 12 obstacles. There should be at least one double and no water jump.

Heights and Tests
Novice: Prelim 14 (2006) and 75cm
Intermediate: Novice 27 (2007) and 85cm

Scoring
Penalties incurred in the showjumping phase will be deducted from the net good marks of the dressage phase to arrive at an individual competitor’s score. 
In the team section, three scores will count.

The method of scoring the showjumping phase is based on BE scoring for showjumping in horse trials.

Ties

In the event of equality for team placings, the fourth riders score will count. 

If equality remains, the three scoring riders combined dressage score will be the deciding factor. 

If equality still remains, the fastest aggregate time of the three scoring riders in the showjumping phase shall be the deciding factor.

In the event of an individual tie, the highest dressage score will be the deciding factor. If equality remains, the fastest time in the showjumping phase shall be the deciding factor.
